NEW STANDARDS FOR THE 2011-2012 SCHOOL YEAR

REGULAR ATTIRE FOR GIRLS

Shirts — Knit polos in these colors: light blue or navy ONLY (NO green, yellow, red, burgundy, or gold). ***Long sleeve crew
neck or turtlenecks may be worn under polos in white or navy ONLY. SHIRTS MUST BE TUCKED IN AT ALL TIMES.

Skirts/Jumpers/Skorts — Skirts, skorts, or jumpers no shorter then 2 inches above the knee in solid navy twill.

Pants/Shorts — (Docker style) Navy twill slacks. Walking shorts, no shorter then 2 inches above the knee, may be worn the first
two and the last two months of school. NO CARGO, CARPENTER, or BAGGY LOOK!

Belts - Must be worn with slacks that have belt loops. Belts may be brown, black, or navy.
Shoes /Socks-Tennis shoes. Socks must be worn. No open-toed or open-backed sandals/shoes.

Outerwear — (to be worn outside classroom only) PROFESSIONAL TEAM JACKETS may NOT be worn. CCS blue jackets and
collegiate team jackets are preferred. Sweatshirts: — solid color navy, white, or “CCS”sweatshirts ONLY.

**%kx% Nayy, white, or CCS sweatshirts without hoods may be worn over polo shirts in classroom. Hooded sweatshirts will be
considered outerwear. (Qutside classroom). NO brand, logo or trade names. No exceptions.

Hats/Gloves — Must be worn OUTSIDE for warmth only in cold weather — Beanie style SOLID colored hats and gloves. These
items must be removed in class or chapel. NO BASEBALL CAPS at any time.

Jewelry/Tattoos — Stud earrings (no dangles, for safety reasons). Necklaces are not encouraged (due to safety concerns). No New
Age or occult jewelry. NO MAKE-UP! No body piercings. No tattoos, real or fake, or other skin markings.

Hair/Nails - Must be neat. Bangs must be neatly trimmed above the eyebrows. Hair must be a natural color.

Free dress: Jeans (well fitting) and slacks may be worn. God-pleasing shirts (no logos, slogans, inappropriate designs, sleeveless
shirts) that completely cover the midriff when arms are raised. Skirts and modest dresses the appropriate length are also allowed.
Administration reserves the right to deem free dress as inappropriate and to call a parent to bring clothes that fit our standards.

PLEASE NOTE: Skulls, inappropriate logos and/or designs, etc. on any attire including shoes, hats, jackets, sweatshirts,
backpacks, etc. are not allowed!

CHAPEL ATTIRE

SOLID White collared, button down, no colored trim (long or short sleeve) blouse, with a KHAKI
jumper or skirt. NO SHORTS OR SKORTS AT ANY TIME! Girls may wear pants with their chapel shirt from November 1
to March 30.

Navy blue blazers and/or navy or white sweaters may be worn for chapel
(Absolutely no other color or logo may be worn).
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
